INTRODUCTION
The GLOBAL INCLUSIVE EDUCATION NETWORK (GIEN) and the Centre for Disability Studies and Action, School of Social Work, Tata Institute of Social Sciences, Mumbai (TISS, Mumbai); the Springdale School, Pusa Road, New Delhi and the Brotherhood, New Delhi have been organising national and international conferences on inclusive education. In a span of 30 months the organizers have organized seven national and one international conference across India. The conferences have led the organizers to realise the need for overall physical, intellectual and social development of students in the classroom. The conferences are not just events, but a process and a platform for learning and sharing.
GIEN is an initiative to share and disseminate ideas, research findings, academic approaches, field-level experiences, evidence based practices, innovations and inventions in inclusive education globally creating a sharing community. 
RATIONALE
Based on the papers presented at the previous conferences the organizers learned that
1. Scholastic subjects (Languages, Social Sciences, Mathematics and Science) and Co-scholastic subjects (Art Education & Health and Physical Education) are of equal importance in a student’s careers.  Either can become the instrument for one’s professional success and should therefore be understood as fields let equally be available to the child at the primary stage of education

2. Co-scholastic activities need to be used as catalyst in understanding the academic curriculum. Both should go together.
As per Central Board of Secondary Education (CBSE) the co-scholastic activities are used for both cognitive and non-cognitive development that can take place by exposing the child co-scholastic activities divided in to:

1. Art Education including local art, craft, literature and skills, Health and Physical Education, Yoga, traditional games, indigenous sports, NCC, Scouts and Guides, Martial Arts etc. are integral parts of the curriculum and to be included in the routine of the schools for the holistic development of children. 
Art Education entails instruction in various art forms (visual as well as performing) with an aim to help children develop an interest for arts and encourage them to enthusiastically participate in related activities, thus, promoting abilities such as imagination, creativity, valuing arts and cultural heritage.

2.
Health and Physical Education focuses on holistic development, both mental and physical, understanding the importance of physical fitness, health, wellbeing and the factors that contribute to them. Focus of this area is on helping children develop a positive attitude and commitment to lifelong, healthy active living and the capacity to live satisfying, productive lives with the help of health management, indigenous sports, yoga, NCC, self-defence, fitness and lifestyle choices.

These days, the co-scholastic subjects have outperformed the scholastic subjects in terms of opportunities globally in spite of any disability. Hence, deeming co-scholastic subjects are not mere recreational activities but leads to a professional career.

Education comes first; Making children with disabilities self-sustaining should not take away from exploring their capabilities and talents.  The process of education should require educators to understand the CHILD FIRST, then their capabilities, regardless of any learning and/or physical disability.
